Typhoon No. 7, currently moving north through the
southern seas of Okinawa, is expected to approach
Okinawa Main Island on Friday, June 26th. To ensure the
safety of our patients and visitors, any decisions regarding
outpatient clinic closures due to the approaching typhoon
will be announced on our website and other official
channels. We appreciate your understanding and
cooperation.

[Outpatient Care]

Outpatient services will be canceled if major local bus
services (such as Naha Bus, Ryukyu Bus Kotsu, etc.)
are suspended while a Storm Warning is in effect for
Okinawa Main Island (or if the island is expected to
enter the storm zone).

[Emergency Care]

Emergency services are available 24 hours a day for
urgent medical needs. If your condition worsens or you
require immediate medical attention, please proceed
to the Emergency Room (ER).

[Rescheduling Appointments]

If outpatient clinics are closed due to the typhoon, we
cannot accept phone calls for appointment changes or
cancellations during the closure. Please call us during
regular hours.
